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IMMUNIZATION REQUIREMENTS 
IMPORTANT INFORMATION FOR ENROLLING STUDENTS
In accordance with Oklahoma Statutes, Title 70 §3243 and §3242
All students, regardless of age,  must show proof of immunization for Hepatitis B (series of 3 injections given over 6 months) and MMR (measles, mumps, rubella) prior to enrollment.  The only exceptions to this are if the student has a signed exemption indicating that a vaccine is medically contraindicated or if the student submits a written, signed statement declaring that the administration of the vaccine conflicts with their moral or religious tenets. If the student is a minor, the parent or guardian signs a letter to that effect.  
 Also, all students who are first-time enrollees and are planning to live in on-campus housing will be required to be vaccinated for Meningitis or sign a waiver of informed refusal. In the case of a minor, the parent or guardian must sign the waiver.  At Oklahoma City University, campus housing consists of all dormitories, fraternity housing, Cokesbury apartments and University Manor. All students, regardless of their housing, will be informed of the disease and its risks. 

 These immunizations are mandated by Oklahoma Statutes, Title 70§ 3243 and §3242. They affect all students attending public and private colleges and universities in the state. 
The U.S. Centers for Disease Control (CDC) also recommends that all college freshmen who will be living in dormitories should receive a meningitis vaccine. More information can be found at: http://www.cdc.gov/nip/vaccine/meningitis/mcv4/mcv4_acip.htm.
