Transfer Scholarship Program 

 
Oklahoma City University (OCU) is excited to offer two unique opportunities for students transferring from a regionally 
accredited Oklahoma college or university interested in Business. Appropriately named the Meinders Concurrent and 
Future Scholars programs, these opportunities specifically involve the following: (1) concurrent enrollment; and (2) 
continued enrollment at Oklahoma City University beyond attainment of an Associates degree.    
 
Meinders Concurrent Scholars are students majoring in business who are thinking of transferring to OCU and can enroll 
in a business class concurrently at OCUÕs Meinders School of Business. Students who have earned 30 or more college 
credit hours and have a 3.0 gpa or higher will be allowed to enroll in classes at the Meinders School of Business and apply 
scholarship awards equal to that which they currently pay at their most recent institution. These students will  receive 
additional benefits, such as networking opportunities, use of university library, invitations to special on-campus events 
and free admission to all OCU athletic events.  
 
The second opportunity provides for up to 10 students who are transferring from a regionally accredited Oklahoma 
college or university and are going to major in business to be selected as Meinders Future Scholars beginning with the fall 
2007 semester.  Eligible students will include those who are in their final semester of attendance at one of the regionally 
accredited Oklahoma schools with plans to graduate with their Associates degree in either spring or summer.  In addition, 
students must possess a 3.0 gpa or above and enroll in a leadership seminar class during their first semester of enrollment 
at OCU.  Benefits include those listed above, in addition to meeting with the Dean of the Meinders School of Business 
and other local, regional and national business field leaders. 
 
*Principles of Management and Principles of Marketing are courses that must be taken at the regionally accredited 
Oklahoma college or university that the student is transferring from whether the student is interested in the concurrent 
program or continued enrollment. 
 
Meinders Scholarship recipients will be awarded up to $12,000 annual tuition scholarship, for two academic years (fall 
and spring semesters) based on continuous enrollment and must maintain a 3.0 gpa. 
 
* The total scholarship package, including state and federal aid can not exceed the overall cost of tuition. Total OCU aid 
package cannot exceed studentÕs cost of tuition.
