Requirements Checklist for the Faculty Teaching Academy (FTA) Certificate
OCU faculty (both full-time and adjuncts) are invited to complete FTA certificate program and become FTA Fellows.  The requirements may be completed in one to two years.  There are three major components required for the FTA certificate:
_____  WORKSHOPS     (see attendance tracksheet with the categorized list of CETL workshops)   

· Attend at least seven (7) workshops offered by CETL, including the following core requirements:

1. one workshop on the Scholarship of Teaching and Learning (SoTL)
2. one workshop focused on utilizing technology in the classroom

3. two workshops focused on learning

4. two workshops focused on the arts, arts integration, and/or creativity in teaching

_____  TEACHING PARTNERSHIP   or   FACULTY LEARNING COMMUNITY
· Participate in either A) a teaching partnership OR B) a CETL-sponsored faculty learning community.

a) Teaching Partnership

Each partner will visit and observe the teaching of their partner on at least two separate occasions (i.e., two class sessions).  The objective is also to encourage teaching partners to have conversations, sharing and discussing their philosophies of teaching and best practices with each other.   

b) Faculty Learning Community

To complete this requirement, a faculty member should be an active participant in a CETL-sponsored faculty learning community at OCU, attending at least three (3) learning community meetings during a semester.  
Note:  Priddy Fellows are encouraged to experience the Teaching Partnership option or to join one of the new faculty learning communities.  Involvement in the Priddy Fellowship Learning Community does not fulfill this FTA requirement.
