User agrees to pay University a fee of $		 for use of the facilities, of which $		 has been paid to University as a deposit.  The remainder of such fee shall be paid to University by 5:00 p.m. three (3) days prior to the first date stated above.  User agrees that upon request by University, User will pay an additional reasonable deposit; furnish an audited financial statement; furnish proof of insurance protecting University’s interests; post bond, or any or all of the above to an extent sufficient to allay University’s reasonable concerns about User’s ability or capacity to keep its commitments under this Agreement.

User warrants, represents and agrees:

1.  The University may send University police officer(s) or other University personnel onto or in the facilities at any time hereafter, including the time when facilities are being used by User under this Agreement, in order to prevent public disorder or to enforce the general University regulations pertaining to health, safety, sanitation and the well-
being of the students, faculty and staff of the University and its guests and invitees, but it has no obligation to do so; the User agrees that University shall be covered with respect to any such action by User’s indemnification contained hereinafter.

2.  User’s description of the activities to be conducted on or in the facilities is complete and accurate and User will not conduct any other activities or do any thing other than the activities described above or in the facilities.

3.  University has the right to cancel or change an assignment from the facility described to other comparable facilities at the University for the health, sanitation and safety of the students.

4.  If the assignment is canceled without other facilities having been made available, or if User elects not to use such substitute facilities, the deposit received by the University herewith will be returned in its entirety to User.  If User cancels three (3) months or more prior to the scheduled beginning time of the event or activity, the deposit will be returned in its entirety; but one-third (1/3) of such deposit will be retained by University for each succeeding month  thereafter until the time of the event or activity.

5.  University specifically reserves the right to enforce general University policies governing conduct and procedures of events on its campus, a copy of which has been furnished to User, and to enter into the facilities for inspection, cleaning, repairs, maintenance of order, and prevention of activities prohibited by University policy or of any law, ordinance or applicable valid regulation.

6.  University has the right to make appropriate charges for damage to rooms, furniture, equipment, or any part of the facilities or to any other part of the campus, and User agrees to pay therefor, and agrees to abide by all policies, procedures and regulations as related to the campus as a whole and the individual facility leased.  This includes, but is not limited to, prohibition of drug and alcohol use, smoking policies and eating policies.

7.  In the event activities of User or User’s guests, agents or employees result in neighborhood complaints or cause  damage to any area near the campus, User shall cease such activity(ies) upon request by University and shall pay all damages attributed to such activity(ies).  University shall have the right to furnish insurance at its own expense or repair the facilities or other areas so damaged at its own expense and charge User therefor, and User agrees to pay any such costs; but University shall have no obligation to do so, and may require user to make such repairs.

This Agreement does not create the relationship of landlord and tenant and does not confer upon User any legal rights granted to tenants by the statutes and common law of Oklahoma.  With respect to the facilities, User shall have only those rights specifically granted under this Agreement and said rights shall be subject to the terms, limitations, and conditions contained herein.  This Agreement confers only a limited license to use the facilities.
No assignment of User’s rights under this Agreement, without express written consent of University given prior to such assignment, shall be effective; and any such assignee shall be subject to the same terms and limitations imposed herein on User and on User’s use of the facilities.

Insurance - User will furnish a Certificate of Insurance including General Liability and Workers’ Compensation. Certificates will be needed for User as well as any and   all vendors or sub-contractors performing related services on University owned or leased property. The minimum requirements for event insurance include: $1,000,000 for Each Occurrence, $300,000 for Damage to Property, $10,000 for Medical Expense (any one person), $1,000,000 for Personal and ADV Injury, $2,000,000 in General Aggregate, and $2,000,000 in Products  Comp AGG. 

User agrees to acquire and show evidence of event insurance which names Oklahoma City University as the additional insured.  The event insurance certificate must be presented to the University at least one week prior to the event. User may not use the Facility until such insurance verification is provided.

University may terminate this Agreement and declare it null and void prior to or during the time of the activity or event User is to conduct in the facilities if University discovers that any material representation made by User to University is false, including but not limited to, financial information or insurance information or the purpose for which the Facilities are to be used.  University shall have the remedies of peaceable entry and ejection of User and User’s personnel, agents or guests for any default hereunder, particularly but not limited to, User’s conduct of the event or activity for which the facilities are to be used; shall have the right to sue User for damages, and shall have the right to a lien on User’s property located on the premises to enforce any obligation of User hereunder.  University shall have the right to all other remedies conferred upon it by law for User’s violation of any of the terms and conditions of this Agreement or any other violation of an applicable law or regulation.  The waiver of any remedy by the University or its refraining from using such remedy at some particular time does not imply a waiver of other rights or remedies or any waive of the use of the same remedy in future or other instances.  All of University’s remedies hereunder are cumulative.

User agrees to conduct its activities upon the premises so as not to endanger any person lawfully thereon or on the University campus, and to indemnify University and save it and its officers and employees, students and guests harmless and indemnify them against all claims for loss, injury or damage to person or property, including claims of employees of User, or any contractor or subcontractor, arising out of activities conducted by User, its agents, members or guests, and at University’s request, to defend against such claims.

The provisions of this Agreement are severable and if any particular provision hereof shall be held unenforceable, University’s other rights and remedies shall remain unaffected by such holding.
