We host this reception to give the contestants and their parents an opportunity to meet the Pageant Board Members, who play such an important role in the success of our pageant, and to familiarize you with the responsibilities of being Miss OCU. You must enroll FULL-TIME to use the scholarships.

The scholarships are for TUITION ONLY and cannot be used for fees, books, room and board etc.

TALENT CASH SCHOLARSHIP:  The Talent Winner receives $250.00 cash scholarship that is given in honor of Jimmye Ruth Moore Beames from James & Company. This cash scholarship can be used for fees, books, room, board, etc.  It will be paid upon receipts provided.

THANK YOU NOTES:  We will distribute to you a list of names and addresses of all contributors to the 2005 Miss OCU Pageant.  Since all pageants affiliated with the Miss America System are run by volunteers and count on donations from the community, we desperately need to make our contributors feel their help is noted.  I EXPECT EACH CONTESTANT TO SEND A THANK YOU NOTE TO EACH NAME ON THE LIST.

**COMPETITION**

OPENING NUMBER:  This is not a competition phase of the pageant.  This number is performed by Miss OCU, American Spirit Dancers & Contestants.  Attire will be discussed at the Orientation Reception.

LIFESTYLE AND FITNESS - SWIMSUIT :  One piece or two piece swimsuit, either one, color or print is required.  Two piece suits must meet the regulations set forth by the Miss America Pageant.  Be sure that it is thick enough or that it is lined.  No hose will be allowed, however, leg make-up may be used.  Shoes for the swimwear competition will be discussed at the Orientation Reception.

ARTISTIC EXPRESSION - TALENT :  Talent presentation must be live and cannot exceed two minutes.  You must use a tape or CD as accompaniment.

TAPES/CD:  All tapes/cds should be brought to the first rehearsal and recorded on a quality cassette tape.  Do this at a radio station or sound studio.  We will absolutely not re-record any music, so it’s up to you to get a quality recording.

Each girl will be responsible for any props, costumes, etc., she will use in her talent presentation.  We will have back state assistance to aid you in setting up.  Please notify Darwina Marshall by September 17 if you will use any props.

PRESENTATION AND COMMUNITY ACHIEVEMENT - INTERVIEW :  Each girl will be interviewed individually by a panel of qualified judges. Each contestant will open with a maximum 45-second introduction.  The opening will be a basic introduction of who she is.  After the introduction the judges will then go immediately into the 10 minute 30 second questions/answer segment. At the 10:30 mark, the contestant may use 45 seconds to close this phase of competition.  This segment will only allow for un-discussed issues.  Additional questions may follow from the judges.  This means that the interview can have a total length from 10 minutes 30 seconds to 12 minutes.

A podium, similar to the one used at Miss Oklahoma will be used.  The judges will ask questions from your fact sheet as well as political and current event questions.  BE PREPARED.  Your dress is important. Remember that this is the first time the judges will see you.  Wear something that looks nice on you and that you feel comfortable in.  Interviews will be video recorded.  

PRESENCE AND POISE - EVENING WEAR :  Evening wear can be floor length, tea length or cocktail evening gowns or evening pants.  Each contestant will be asked an on-stage question on the subject of her platform.  

JUDGES:  Judges for the pageant are selected several months prior to the pageant.  We try to use all out-of-state judges.  We should have judges’ names and bio information on them no later than two weeks prior to the pageant.

AFTER PARTY:  An After Party will be held at Alvin’s following the pageant.  Family and friends are invited.  This provides an opportunity for the contestants to meet with the judges and Miss OCU Pageant Board members.  ALL CONTESTANTS MUST ATTEND!!

Instructions for Completing the Miss Oklahoma City University Contestant’s Resume
Please remember.  This is your opportunity to demonstrate to the judges why they should consider you for the job of Miss OCU/Oklahoma/Miss America.  You may list as many or as few items under each category as you desire.  Your only restriction is that it must follow the established format and it must fit on one page.  This page, combined with the Platform Statement, will comprise your entire application for this job.  The judges will receive exactly what is submitted.  Any items submitted that do not fit the established criteria will be returned for correction only once.  Any items that do not meet the criteria or are submitted after the deadline will not be given to the judges. If your resume arrives on the day of the deadline, but does not meet the criteria, there will not be time to return it to you; therefore, it will not be given to the judges.  The contestant may explain the lack of judging materials during her interview, if she so chooses.
 
1.  Go to the word processing program of your computer.
 
2.  Start a “new” document
 
3.  Set margins for 1" on all four sides.  You may use the font style of your choice.  It may not be any smaller than “10” and no larger than “12” point type.  Remember, depending on the font style and font size chosen, the number of times you should hit the tab bar will change.  Please refer to the attached sample to verify you are following the requested format. 
 
4.  With the justification set for left, type “Name:” in bold.  Following the colon (:), hit the space bar twice.  Then, type your name as you wish the judges to know it.  (If your name is LaCricia Shawntel Smith and you want to be known as “Shawntel Smith”, please type “Shawntel Smith).
 
5  Then, move to the next line and type, “Hometown:” in bold.  Following the colon (:), hit the space bar once.  Then, type your hometown including the city and the state.  Hit the tab bar approximately six (6) times and type, “Contestant Number:  __________”.  You will not know your contestant number at the time you are typing this information, which is why you will need to type a line. If you notice, it is “Contestant number”, then a colon (:), hit the space bar twice and then begin the line.  All of which is in bold.  Type the line to be long enough to reach the end margin.  Depending upon your font and font size, you may need to hit the tab bar 5, 6, or 7 times for it to look correct.  The “C” in contestant does not have to line up with the “D” in date (see below), even though it appears that way on the attached sample.
 
6.  Move to the next line.  Now set your justification to the right.  Type “Date of Birth:” in bold.  Hit the space bar two (2) times, and type the month, day, and year of your birth.  (Ex.  October 10, 1979)
 
7.  Move Justification to the left.  Double space down.  “Education:” in bold.  Hit the tab bar three times and then type your most recent school first.  If it is grad school indicate it as such.  List degree seeking (all on the same line as the name of the school), move to the line underneath that to list your undergraduate school and degree sought/achieved, and below that list your high school.
8.  Double space down.  Hit the tab bar once.  Type “Platform Issue:” in bold.  Hit the tab bar three times.  Type the TITLE of your platform, MAKING SURE IT LINES UP WITH THE INFORMATION ABOVE IT.  DO NOT TYPE ANYTHING OTHER THAN THE TITLE.
 
9.  Double space down.  Hit the tab bar once.  Type “Scholastic/Career Ambition:” in bold.  Hit the Tab bar once, MAKING SURE IT LINES UP WITH THE OTHERS ABOVE IT.  Then type the type of degree/education you would ultimately like to achieve and beneath that, list your career ambition.
 
10.  Double space down.  Hit the tab bar once.  Type “Talent:” in bold.  Hit the tab bar three times.  Type the type of talent and specific selection.   MAKE SURE IT LINES UP WITH THE INFORMATION ABOVE IT.  (i.e.  Pop Vocal - “Crying”, Tap Dance - “Staying Alive”, etc.)
 
11.  Double space down.  Type “Scholastic Honors:” in bold.  Hit the space bar twice.  Each item should be separated by a semi-colon (;).    
 
12.  Double space down.  Type “Leadership Roles:” in bold.  Hit the space bar twice.  Each item should be separated by a semi-colon (;).            
 
13.  Double space down.  Type “Accomplishments:” in bold.  Hit the space bar twice.  Each item should be separated by a semi-colon (;).
 
14.  Double space down.  Type “Interesting Facts:” in bold.  Hit the space bar twice.  Each item should be separated by a semi-colon (;).   
 
15.  Double space down.  Type “Employment:” in bold.  Hit the space bar twice.  Each item should be separated by a semi-colon (;).
 
16.  Double Space down. Type “Why I should be Miss OCU this year:” in bold.  Hit the space bar twice.  Explain to the judging panel why you should be selected Miss OCU and, more importantly, why you should be selected Miss OCU this year.  Why is it critical for you to be Miss OCU right now?
  
Please remember that the entire form MUST FIT ON ONE PAGE.  You must leave a 1" margin on all four sides of the page.  Use your best judgment on what is most important for the judges to know about you.  Use your space wisely.  Attached you will see an example of what it should look like.  Any variations from this form will be returned to you and will not be accepted.  Your materials will not be retyped.  The judges will receive your original work.
 
This form will be given to the judges along with your platform statement.  You will notice there is a required signature line at the bottom of the platform statement.   When these two pages are put together, they will create your entire application.  Your signature will cover the materials listed ON BOTH PAGES.  Your signature verifies that everything on your forms is true and accurate.  If it is proven that any information on these forms is not true, correct, and factual, you risk losing your local/state title.  

 

Some spacing issues will arise depending up on the font size and style you use.  Simply follow the example provided (i.e. in some cases you may need to hit the “tab bar” four times instead of three times).  Do not attempt to change margins, font size options, or deviate from the requested criteria as set forth in this document.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR THE PREPARATION OF PLATFORM ISSUE STATEMENT:

Please remember.  This is your opportunity to explain to the judges what your chosen platform is and why it is important for the Miss OCU and Miss America Organization to embrace this platform.  In addition, it should explain how your platform will further the Miss America Organization “brand” to the public.  This page, combined with the Contestant’s Resume, will comprise your entire application for this job.  The judges will receive exactly what is submitted.  Any items submitted that do not fit the established criteria will be returned for correction only once.  Any items that do not meet the criteria or are submitted after the deadline will not be given to the judges. If your Platform Statement arrives on the day of the deadline, but does not meet the criteria, there will not be time to return it to you; therefore, it will not be given to the judges.  The contestant may explain the lack of judging materials during her interview, if she so chooses.
 
1.  Go to the word processing program of your computer.
 
2.  Start a “new” document
 
3.  Set margins for 1" on all four sides.  You may use the font style of your choice.  It may not be any smaller than “10” and no larger than “12” point type.  
 
4.  With the justification set for left, type “Name:” in bold.  Following the colon (:), hit the space bar twice.  Then, type your name.  
 
5.  Then, move to the next line and type “Title:” in bold.  Following the colon (:), hit the space bar twice.  Then, type your local title.
 
6.  Double space down.  Set your justification to “center”.  They type in Bold and underline the title of your Platform.
 
7.  Double space down.  Write what you feel is critical for the judge’s to know about your platform and why it is necessary for you to have the job of Miss OCU to promote this issue.  What you write will be what the judges know about your platform, your role in successfully dealing with this issue, and the role the Miss America Organization may play in your plan.
 
8.  This essay may include some of the following items (this is not to be meant as an exhaustive list):
      A clear definition of the platform and the specific issues you wish to address
      A plan on how you have or will create awareness of the platform
      The way in which you have or will change attitudes regarding the issue
      The way in which you have or will change behaviors related to this issue
      The way in which your platform issue will move the Miss America Organization forward
      Your media plans
      Your marketing strategy
      How you propose to fund your ideas/plans
      Any significant accomplishments you have made in regard to your issue.
 
9.  At the bottom of the page, you MUST set the justification to the right.  Type a line of 26 spaces.  Below that line, you must type Signature/Date.  Once you have printed the document, you must sign and date this document.
